                           KEYNSHAM TOWN 4 v WELLINGTON 0

After a good midweek display away to high flyers Calne Town, when we came home with a point after a goalless draw, when it could easily have been all three, it was important that we got maximum points against a Wellington side who are finding life tough after being relegated last season from the Premier Division. 

The writing was on the wall for the visitors as early as the 6th minute when Luke Lipinski put a great through ball to Steve Machin whose effort was deflected wide for a corner.

The K’s took the lead after l0 minutes when Josh Bruton’s pass found Lipinski who ran into the box to slot the ball past the keeper into the far corner.

Keynsham old boy Ian Mac.Hattie saw his free kick bring out a finger tip save from Lionel Fear before we extended our lead in the 34th minute when a free kick from Seb Spiller from the halfway line found the head of Lipinski who nodded the ball down to Machin to score from close range.

Wellington nearly pulled a goal back before the break when a great ball through from Jamie Fleet found Paul Pocock but his shot went straight at the keeper.

K’s nearly increased their lead shortly after the break when a great run down the right

from Ryan Beak saw his low cross into the box find the head of the diving Jake Coggins whose effort was deflected for a corner.

Fear saved well from Luke Perry just before the hour and then Machin was denied by keeper Chris Cherry.

Keynsham’s third came from the penalty spot after 73 minutes when a Parris Allen corner found Gary Mc.Dermott whose header rebounded off the upright and fell to Jon Mayo who was then tripped in the box. 

Lipinski converted the spot kick and then shortly afterwards completed his hat-trick  

when he cleverly jinked his way past several defenders to score from ten yards.

Wellington nearly got a consolation goal right on the whistle but Ben Martin shot just over.

                           KEYNSHAM TOWN 0 v CADBURY HEATH 2 

Two second half goals from Heath striker Mark Reynolds gave the visitors all three points in what was a keenly fought local derby.

The first half was a pretty tight affair with chances falling to both sides. Jake Mawford shot just wide after 20 minutes after a mix up between Heath keeper Simon Crawford and a defender and then a ball through from Tong to Boon saw him tackled cleanly in the box although the reds thought they had a shout for a penalty.

Steve Machin shot wide after 33 minutes after latching onto a pass from Jake Coggins and then we nearly took the lead four minutes later when Ryan Beak sent in a low hard cross into the six-yard box but Machin just failed to get a touch on the ball.

Reynolds shot just wide before the break and Joe Chandler saw his header just clear the bar for the visitors.

The reds came at us straight from the whistle with Reynolds seeing his header bounce off the top of the bar and Sasha Tong seeing his effort deflected for a corner.

Heath defender Dwain James was unlucky to see his header cleared off the line after 69 minutes when he got onto the end of a Nick Dyer corner and then Machin saw his shot come off the outside of the post at the other end.

The visitors finally took the lead in the 70th minute when Keynsham failed to clear their lines in defence and the ball was deflected off a player, falling to Reynolds to score from close range. 

Crawford pulled off a great finger tip save to deny a Mawford free kick after 73minutes and then a minute later Paris Allen saw his shot go just wide.

Heath increased their lead through a 75th minute penalty when a ball through from Boon found second half sub Jason Base, who was adjudged to have been caught by Miles Allen by the assistant referee. Allen was then given a straight red card, presumably for being the last man although it was debateable and seemed rather harsh.

Minutes later the K’s had a good shout themselves for a penalty but the ref wasn’t interested although there did appear to be contact with the player.

Aaron Marshall, who had a great game at the back, cleared a Jason Thatcher header off the line as the Heath made the most of their extra man.

Tong could have made it three in the last five minutes but was denied by Fear and also pulled another effort wide of the upright.

A disappointing result against a side that moved to the top of the table after their win with the Management less than happy with some of the decisions that were made on the pitch.

                                  KEYNSHAM TOWN 0 v YEOVIL TOWN 1  

This was always going to be a difficult game against a well-prepared Yeovil side but the K’s did themselves credit and only lost by the odd goal in what was the first round of the Somerset FA Cup Competition.

The first half was all square and fairly even helped by some brilliant shot stopping from keeper Lionel Fear.

The fears were that fitness would tell in the final quarter but the K’s more than matched their opponents despite going a goal down with twenty minutes remaining after a well taken goal which beat Fear in the far corner.

With ten minutes remaining K’s continued to look to get back on level terms and nearly did so when a great ball from Luke Lipinski found Steve Machin whose fierce shot hit the top of the bar with the keeper well beaten.

Minutes later Keynsham thought they had a good shout for a penalty when Paris Allen went down in the box but the ref wasn’t interested.

In the end it was a good team performance against a slick Yeovil side and the large crowd of 150 went away having been well entertained.

                             KEYNSHAM TOWN 2 v GILLINGHAM TOWN 2  

The K’s will certainly be the happier of the two sides with this result as the visitors will feel that they did more than enough to take all three points.

The first half didn’t really come to life until the final ten minutes, with neither keeper having much to do.

Lionel Fear saved easily from the head of Lee Gale after 11 minutes as he got onto the end of a corner and then on 20 minutes a Jake Mawford free kick was headed away by a Gillingham defender for a corner. 

Mawford tested the keeper again on 33 minutes but his shot was easily saved before the visitors took the lead 3 minutes later, when a ball into the box from Thompson found Clarke who was just caught by Seb Spiller and Gale stepped up to convert the spot kick.  

Two minutes before the break it was 2-0 when our defence failed to deal with a ball in the six yard box and Dan Cox nipped in to score.

Keynsham made the perfect response when deep into first half stoppage time a ball out of defence found Steve Machin with his run down the right and perfect cross into the middle found the head of Mawford to beat keeper Hill. 

The second half had a much livelier start when four minutes in Jake Coggins thought he had equalised but his header was cleared off the line and then Gillingham should really have extended their lead when Ben Salem got onto the end of a hard low cross into the box but shot over the bar.

Fear saved easily from Baggridge on 55 minutes and then Salem shot just over as Gillingham dominated play for a good ten minutes, with Gale seeing his shot blocked by Coggins on the hour mark.

Salem headed wide with ten minutes remaining and the Paris Allen saw his header clear the visitors bar.

With a minute of normal time remaining a good run down the right from Paris Allen saw his cross into the six yard box find the boot of second half sub Gary Mc.Dermott

who turned the ball in from close range.

A useful point for the K’s in what was a bit of a stop start performance but there were encouraging signs, although we did pick up some injuries to both Miles Allen and 

Jon Mayo.

 KEYNSHAM TOWN 4 v CHARD TOWN 3   

This was an entertaining game of football to mark the first league game on our new 3G pitch, with both sides adapting well to the unfamiliar surface.

It was the visitors who started the more lively with both Clarke and Hurford having shots blocked and keeper Lionel Fear saving well low down from Spiller.

Hurford thought he had opened the scoring after 17 minutes when his thumping shot crashed into the roof of the net, only to be denied by the lineman’s offside flag.  

Chard keeper Parris saved well from a Liam Mc.Caughey shot after 21 minutes before we took the lead a minute later, when a mistake between the keeper and a defender saw the ball drop to Jake Mawford to score from close range.

The K’s went two up after 25 minutes when a great cross into the box from Miles Allen found the head of Luke Lipinski to head home past keeper Parris.

Ryan Day, who came on for the injured Steve Machin, nearly had the perfect home league debut but his shot went just wide of the upright on 32 minutes.

Chard pulled a goal back ten minutes before the break when a good move down the left saw  Cleal’s cross find the unmarked Clarke to score from 6 yards.

K’s nearly snatched a third goal in first half stoppage time when a Mawford corner found Rob Sheriton, whose goal bound header was flicked on by the head of Jake Coggins only for him to see the ball come back off the bar. 

The second half started how the first had ended when a neat ball through from Day, who found Lipinski whose shot was brilliantly tipped around the post be the airborne

keeper.

Chard drew level on 62 minutes when Coggins appeared to lose sight of a high ball in the low sun and Clarke nipped in to complete his hat trick.

The game was finally decided in the last ten minutes when Day got onto the end of a Mawford corner to score from close range and then a ball from Jon Mayo found Lipinski whose delicate chip pass to Mawford saw the striker calmly round the keeper to score the winner. 

This was a much improved team performance after the disappointing cup game against Lyndney Town and a welcome three points to hopefully start moving us in the right direction..

ROMAN GLASS ST.GEORGE  0 v KEYNSHAM TOWN 1   

This was quite a physical game against a side that were lying fourth in the league

but it was the K’s that came out on top keeping their third clean sheet in a row, which now moves then into a mid table position.

It was the home team who had the first shot on target after 5 minutes but Burton shot straight at keeper Lionel Fear. Shortly after Parris Allen saw his effort saved by keeper Morgan as the early action saw end-to-end play. 

A Seb Spiller free kick on 14 minutes found the head of Rich Healey and the keeper spilled the ball to Miles Allen who’s shot was deflected wide for a corner.

A good move between Glass’s Rendall and Churchill saw a last ditch tackle by Jon Mayo put the ball out for a corner and from the corner Coles saw his header go straight to Fear.

Keynsham Old Boy Drew Hamilton-Dunn saw Fear save well from his shot after 28 minutes and then the K’s saw their best chance of the first half denied by the post 

after a great ball through from Ryan Beak found Miles Allen, who shot from twenty-five yards. 

Allen was again in the action shortly after but he just failed to get to a ball from Steve Machin before the keeper. 

Glass nearly took the lead in first half stoppage time but Johnson header from a Golding corner was saved easily by Fear.

The second half started as the first had finished with Healey heading straight at the keeper from a Machin cross and then on 66 minutes K’s thought they had a good claim for a penalty when it looked like Scott Brain had been caught.

Two minutes later the K’s did take the lead when a ball from Jake Mawford found Steve Machin who’s looping shot from an angle when into the far corner of the net.

The K’s came under pressure as the home-side pressed for an equaliser and when they failed to clear a ball on 75 minutes, the ball fell to Coles but he shot wide of the post and then two minutes from time a Burton corner found Coles but he headed wide.

Mansfield’s diving header was saved easily by Fear in stoppage time and Rendall shot wide before Scott Brain went close right on the whistle.   

This was a great team effort against a physical side but we more than held are own.

 KEYNSHAM TOWN 0 v OLDLAND ABBOTONIANS 0   

This local derby produced a lack lustre K’s performance and they would have got nothing out of the game had the visitors converted the many chances that they created.

It was Oldland who came out of the blocks the quickest with Matt Brown seeing his cross punched clear by Lionel Fear after only 5 minutes and then Keynsham Old Boy Tyrone Fudgell shooting wide three minutes later.

A good move between Eugene Keary and Dave Pollinger saw his fierce cross into the box fail to find a colleague before Keynsham finally had their first attack on goal after 17 minutes when Scott Brains shot hit the hand of a defender in the box but the ref wasn’t interested.

Steve Machin had a chance when he got onto a Miles Allen cross but he didn’t make clean contact with the ball and then on 20 minutes Machin beat the offside trap only for Mike Baker to make a last ditch tackle.

Baker nearly put the visitors in front on 27 minutes when he got his head onto a corner but Paul Poiner cleared the ball off the line and then Jack Camm shot wide shortly after before Keary saw his shot smothered by Fear right on the first half whistle.

K’s had the first shot on target four minutes after the break but Poiner’s 25 yard shot was easily saved by keeper Shane Mason.     

The visitors continued to impress and didn’t look like a side second from bottom as a good run down the right saw Keary shoot just wide.

Mason saved well from a 20 yard Miles Allen drive after a good move with Gary Mc.Dermott with twenty minutes remaining before the game petered out to end goalless.

K’s will probably be the happier of the two sides having not played particularly well, leaving the visitors rueing their missed chances which denied them getting all three points on the night.

                           KEYNSHAM TOWN 3 v SHEPTON MALLET 1 

This was Keynsham’s third consecutive League win but the visitors could have got something out of this game had they taken their chances.

As early as the second minute Ashley Wilmott shot straight at keeper Lionel Fear and then Steve Machin had his short blocked shortly afterwards.

The K’s got the perfect start on 8 minutes when Ryan Beak made a good run into the box only to be held back by a defender and Steve Machin stepped to convert the spot  

Luke Lipinski saw his header go wide as he got onto the end of a Seb Spiller free kick after 10 minutes and then Shepton had a good chance to level things but Aaron Blakemore saw his header also go wide from 6 yards.

Keeper Craig Rothwell saved a fierce drive from Beak after 12minutes and then Scot Brain put his shot into the side netting from a tight angle.

A good move between Dean Grubb and Danny Collins saw Fear save well and then Tom Parsons got his head onto a Wilmott corner but he was off target.

The visitors deservedly got back on level terms after 34 minutes when Grubb was brought down in the box and Blakemore scored from the spot.

The K’s regained their lead in first half stoppage time when a corner from Paris Miles     

found Beak who’s cross into the area found Rich Healey who headed over the keeper to score.

After the break Grubb saw his shot cleared for a corner and then Blakemore failed to get his shot on target from close in. Pat Davison made it 3-1 after 57 minutes when he got onto the end of a Steve Machin cross, after the striker sprinted to get to the ball before it reached the keeper and then cleverly jinked his way around him to square the ball into the 6 yard box for Davison to score.

A minute later Beak saw his looping shot come back off the cross bar and Paris Miles shot wide after a good move with Rob Sheriton.

Wilmott saw his shot blocked as the visitors tried to get back in the game and then substitute Joe Morgan headed just over.

Fear saved well from a 25 yard Blakemore drive in the final ten minutes and then

with two minutes to go Paul Poiner saw his shot blocked by a defender but by then the points were safe.         

KEYNSHAM’S STAR PLAYER: Steve Machin who was lively upfront.. 

 KEYNSHAM TOWN 2 v SHREWTON UTD 0 

This result moved K’s to fifth in the table as they extended their impressive run but it could have been a lot easier had it not been for an inform Shrewton keeper and a hatful of missed chances.

It was the visitor’s who nearly got off to the perfect start after only 2 minutes when Judd found himself unmarked with only the keeper to beat but pulled his shot wide of the post.

Paris Allen saw his shot from a Ryan Beak pass go for a corner 2 minutes later and it was Luke who got his head onto the corner kick from Seb Spiller but his effort went straight at the keeper.

Steve Machin went close when he picked up a Scott Brain pass before K’s took the lead after 10 minutes when a Seb Spiller free kick found Luke Lipinski who nodded the ball into the 6 yard box for Jake Coggins to score from close range.

Machin went close again shortly after before Lionel Fear saved well from a Dawes shot.

A last ditch tackle by Shrewton defender Joe Wharton denied Machin as he was about to pull the trigger and then keeper Fear blocked Foot’s attempt after 33 minutes.

Just before the half time break both Brownless and Judd went close for the visitors but both were wide of the target.

Early into the second half Paris Allen saw his 25yard shot brilliantly finger tipped around the post by keeper Brewer before he also denied Machin this time tipping the ball over the bar.

Keynsham should have extended their lead after 53 minutes but Gary Mc.Dermott shot over from close range as he stretched to get onto the end of a Machin cross.

With ten minutes remaining Fear saved from Brownless as Shrewton looked to get back on level terms and Miles Allen saw his screaming shot go just wide.

Carl Jones nearly grabbed a late equaliser but failed to connect cleanly with the ball with his head before Paris Allen scored in stoppage time to secure the points.

A cross into the box by Pat Davison, after a good run down the left, saw the ball cleared after it bobbled around in the area before Almondsbury took the lead on 23 minutes when a ball into the box found Simon Mc.Elroy to score.

Peplow shot just over shortly after and then Lionel Fear saved well from Mc.Elroy

before Almondsbury extended their lead after 38 minutes when Fear failed to hold onto a shot, which fell to Josh Baker to score from 6 yards. 

After the break Paris Allen shot over as he got onto the end of a Ryan Beak cross and then on 49 minutes Almondsbury were awarded a dubious penalty with the referee being the only person to see something in the box with no players appealing from the home side.  Mc.Elroy stepped up to convert the spot kick.

K’s had the first effort on target after 5 minutes when Scott Brain got his head onto a Seb Spiller free kick but keeper Mason just got a hand on it to push it around the post for a corner.   

Camm shot straight at Fear a minute later and then Pat Davison shot over for the K’s shortly after.

Camm again went close for Oldland after 25 minutes but his shot was cleared away to safety and then Pollinger had a long range shot easily saved by Fear.

K’s nearly got their noses in front after 32 minutes when a Brain free kick came back off the wall to Spiller but the keeper gathered the shot.

Mason was brought into action but saved a Miles Allen shot well low down to his right and then Fear manager to scoop away a Rob Smith shot for a corner just before the break.

A minute into the second half Seely got his head onto a cross but it went over the Keynsham bar and Pollinger saw his shot also just clear the bar after a good run down the left.   

Steve Machin saw a shot rebound back to him but he fired straight at keeper Mason and then Oldland’s Dan Carter made a great run down the centre but his fierce drive went just wide of the post.

Ryan Beak nearly snatched a late winner two minutes from time but his shot was cleared off the line by a defender.

Not a pretty game but on a difficult pitch both teams were happy to share the points which was a fair reflection of the match.

 KEYNSHAM TOWN 0 v HENGROVE ATHLETIC 1 

This was a rather lack lustre performance from K’s in this Boxing Day fixture, in front of a good crowd of over one hundred people but we can have no complaints that our near neighbours left with all three points on the day. 

It was Hengrove that created the early chances with Lee Webb seeing his shot going well over after 4 minutes and again shooting straight at the keeper shortly after.

K’s first real attack came on 18 minutes when a good run down the right from Ryan Beak saw his low cross into the box just fail to get a touch from Steve Machin.

Lionel Fear did well to block Ricky Clarke’s shot for a corner and from that Shane Cummins volley went wide of the post.

Miles Allen went close after 21 minutes when his shot was blocked by a defender, that rebounded back to him, but he shot just over the bar.

Seb Spiller’s free kick found the head of Luke Lipinski but he headed over and on 34 minutes another Spiller free kick was headed onto Machin who passed to Scott Brain who’s scrambled shot went just wide.

Danny Guibarra shot straight at Fear just before the break as did Aaron Marshall before Hengrove nearly took the lead right on the half time whistle when a Luke Crewe cross into the box saw Guibarra head just wide of the upright.

A good move between Beak and Machin saw Beak shoot over five minutes into the second half and then Hengrove’s Danny Barwood saw his header deflected wide for a corner 10 minutes later.

The only goal of the game came in the 67th minute when Ben Crewe’s shot came back of the post and Guibarra tapped it in from close range.

Keynsham nearly snatched a point four minutes from time when Rob Sheriton’s free kick was brilliantly saved by keeper Courtney Redwood.

Right at the death a poor goal kick fell straight to Hengrove substitute James Dunn but Fear made up for his error with a great finger tip save around the post.   

Hopefully we got back to winning ways on Monday, at Portishead, where we were due to play, weather permitting.

 KEYNSHAM TOWN 2 v BRADFORD TOWN 1

A terrific strike from Paris Allen five minutes from time gave K’s all three points in a game which lacked any festive spirit and goodwill towards men.

The first half was a stop/start affair with too many niggling fouls that prevented the game from producing any flowing football.

It was the visitors that settled the quicker of the two teams with half chances falling to

Matt Minnis, Dan Shanley and Liam Milburn in the first 20 minutes.

Keynsham’s first real chance came on 24 minutes when a free kick into the box from Seb Spiller saw keeper Charlie Haydon push the ball onto the bar before it was cleared away to safety.

Bradford’s Gavin Eyre saw his header go wide as he got onto the end of a Martin Johnson cross on the half hour mark, before K’s took the lead, against the run of play, seven minutes later when another Spiller free kick found the head of Luke Lipinski, who’s effort came back off the upright falling to Scott Brain who toe poked the ball over the line in a goalmouth scramble.

Nathan Hallett nearly got the visitors back on level terms just before the break but his goal-bound shot was deflected for a corner by Jake Coggins, before Milburn saw his shot also get deflected wide.

After the break Johnson’s corner found the head of Shanley but he was off target as was Eyre who pulled his shot wide of the post.

Minnis had a good run down the left cutting inside but shot straight at keeper Lionel Fear and then on 70 minutes Paris Allen found himself in a good position but shot straight at the keeper.

Bradford equalised with 10 minutes to go when Shanley slotted the ball home from close range and with the visitors feeling that they had done more than enough to return to Wiltshire with a point they were denied by some Miles magic.

The striker picked the ball up just outside the area cut inside a defender and released a unstoppable shot right into the top corner of the net to seal all three points.

This was not our most convincing performance but if you can win games when you are not playing your best then that must be a good sign.

The visitors were back on level terms again after 61 minutes when Beak just caught second half substitute Jordan Haylin, as he went into the penalty area and Rapo converted the spot kick.

Rapo scored his second goal of the game as he tapped in Haylins cross from close range before K’s got their equaliser when Lipinski got the slightest of touches from a Spiller free kick to beat the keeper.
